· NWDP, Northwest Plan District remand and reinstatement, Transition Area master planning provision; 

· NW District Plan remanded in 2003, reverts to 2001 NW Area Plan with provision for master planning of Transition Area;

· Master plan would supersede underlying zoning, but require more stringent approvals; 

· All of the NW Plan District is to be subject to Type 3 Design Review once adopted by Council;
· Con-way is proposing to reinstate master plan provisions, but exempt area south of NW Quimby;

· The Board’s options are to support the proposal, to not support the proposal or to do nothing;

· T. Cruz: what would the differences be in the options?

· P. Selinger: master plan provides flexibility for all parties;

· S. Pinger: the creation of public amenities is a value to Con-way as well;

· J. Love: precludes piecemeal development;

· N. Johnson: master plan provides certainty and control for both Con-way and the neighborhood;
